MONUMENT to the Hispano—Flemish period of Renaissance
painting is the fifteenth-century Gallego altarpiece of

The entire retablo is
reproduced in duotone with one color plate in the 128-page
book, 8% x 11 in size. The double-column text in English

and Spanish was set by Morneau Typographers of Phoenix in
